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[Abstract] Objective To investigate postpartum family visits to the parturients in communities. Method Eighty six post—

natal parturient women took part in the investigation by using a self-designed questionnaire. Results 57.0% of them received one

postpartum visit and the visit time ranged between 15 ~ 30 min. 72.1% of visits were about check of the wounds and lochia; 23.3% of

visitors were from milk companies. 74.4% of mothers thought that the visitors lacked of professional knowledge. 47.7% of them thought

the visits lacked of professional content. 24.4% of them thought that the visits were not in time. Conclusion Enriching the knowledge

of postpartum care, updating visitors' knowledge, enriching the contents of health care and standardizing visit management are of

importance for the increase of visits.
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
